1-3 Precaution for disassemhbly and reassembly

—(D\CAUTION

1. Use the anti-static handing procedures included with the anti-static mat to ensure that there is no electrostatic
discharge and component damage.

2. Static electricity is the biggest danger to the PCB parts you are about to disassemble or assemble. It's important
to use your anti-static wrist strap to prevent damage to these components.

3. Dismantling a discrete electronic component such as main capacitor is dangerous.
The capacitor contains high voltage, which can cause a severe electric shock if you touch it. This holds a
charge even when the unit is not plugged in and is capable of delivering a fatal shock.

4. Using excessive force during disassembly and assembly can damage locking parts. Use care when handling

6-1Before updating the firmware

1. Make sure you use fully charged batteries. It is recommended that you use an AC adaptor for
cameras that have an AC adaptor.
If fully charged batteries are not used, or the power is cut during a firmware update, the lens may be seriously damaged,
resulting in lens malfunction.

2. Before updateing the lens firmware, make sure that you format the memory card on your PC or
camera and then download the necessary firmware file. Since the memory card may not be
suitable for lens firmware update, depending on the model, check before you proceed with updateing
the lens firmware.

3. Download the lens firmware file into the root directory of the memory card. Also check that the
lens firmware file downloaded has the correct file name for the camera’ s lens.

4. To update lens firmware there should be sufficient free space on the memory card for the size of
the lens firmware file.
If the lens firmware update is not completed because of insufficient memory space, delete some of the
files saved on the memory to secure more free space and then try again.

5. Do not operate the camera, remove the batteries, or cut the power while updateing lens firmware.
Operate the camera only after the lens firmware update is complete.

6. Once the lens firmware is updated, it is not possible to restore the earlier version of the lens firmware.
When the lens firmware is updated, all the camera settings are set to their default values. Since all the
files stored in the internal memory will be deleted, ensure that files are copied to other storage devices
before updating the lens firmware.

6-2 How to update the firmware

If the batteries are completely discharged during the lens firmware update, camera or lens malfunction may occur.
Make sure to use fully charged batteries for safety. Ensure that you format the memory card before using it,
and then save the lens firmware file on the formatted memory card.

*When you update the lens firmware, the lens which you update must be attached on the camera.
- If you can not attach the lens to the camera, you can not not update it.
* The file name of lens firmware is “lens.bin”
